GETTING STARTED

USING THE REMOTE CONTROL

+ Point the remote control at the remote sensor located on the unit.

+ When there is a strong ambient light source, the performance of the infrared remote sensor
may be degraded, causing unreliable operation.

+ The recommended effective distance for remote operation is about 16 feet (5 meters).

TO INSTALL THE BATTERIES
1.0pen the battery door. 2. Insert 2 "AAA" batteries

BATTERY REPLACEMENT
When the batteries become weak, the operating distance of the remote control is greatly
reduced and you will need to replace the batteries.

ACAUTION : Danger of explosion if battery is incorrectly replaced.

NOTES
« If the remote control is not going to be used for a long time, remove the batteries to avoid
damage caused by battery leakage corrosion.

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Mounting Your TV to the Wall

If you are mounting your TV to the wall, don’ t attach the stands.

To mount your TV to the wall, purchase a VESA wall mount
Models of 32" Purchase a VESA 100x100 (4 M6x10mm screws)
Models of 40” Purchase a VESA 200x100 (4 M6x8mm screws)

The VESA number is the horizontal and vertical measurement of the mounting holes.For
example, 100x100 refers to mounting measurements that are 100mm horizontally and
100mm vertically.

Follow the instructions that come with the wall mount.

Your wall mount must be able to bear a minimum of five times the TV'S net weight to avoid
causing damage.

Warning:

Never place a television set in an unstable location, a television set may fall, causing serious
personal injury or death. Many injuries, particularly to children, can be avoided by taking simple
precautions such as:

-Using cabinets or stands recommended by the manufacturer of the television set.

-Only using furniture that can safely support the television set.

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TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

Problem

TV

Bad Picture (snow,

CAUSE (AND Solution)

Check the location of the antenna and adjust it if necessary.
Make sure the antenna cable is firmly connected.

Make sure all input cables are firmly connected.

Increase the volume.

Check whether the mute function has been activated on the
Remote Control.

Check the PICTURE setting within the PICTURE menu.
Check to make sure the program you are watching is broadcast
in Color and not Black & White.

Make sure the unit is plugged in and turned on.

Make sure that the ATV mode is selected.

Try a new channel to check for possible station trouble.
Make sure the antenna is connected properly.

Increase the volume.

Make sure the antenna or audio/video source device is
working properly.

Make sure all cables are firmly connected.

Check for local interference.

Make sure there are no unshielded electrical devices nearby
that are causing interference.

Turn theTV off for 30 minutes, then try it again.

Under the influence of electrostatic phenomenon, the product
may malfunction and require the user to power reset.
Unplug and re-plug the AC power cord.

LED TV takes inside lighten phosphor. It may increase the
temperature of the screen in some occasions. It's not a defect.

Black dots and bright points may appear on the LED screen.
This is a structural property of the LED panel and is not a defect.

Adjusting the impulse phase may decrease stripes. ( RGB in )

It may occur if it's working for a long time It's not a defect.

The channel may be skipped. Choose this channel by
directly selecting the buttons from the remote control.

This may be caused because of a very short interval
between POWER OFF and ON.
